* Do not use the appliance for professional
use. The appliance is only for domestic
use.

¢ Do not change the specifications of this
appliance. There is the risk of injury and
damage to the appliance.

e Do not put flammable products or items
that are wet with flammable products in,
near or on the appliance. Risk of explo-
sion or fire.

e Obey the safety instructions on the deter-
gent packaging to prevent burns to eyes,
mouth and throat.

* Make sure that you remove all metal ob-
jects from the laundry.

e Use a correct quantity of powder deter-
gent with biological properties.

Regularly examine the seal and remove all
objects from the inner part.

To clean the dispenser:

UNPACKING 3. Remove the internal film.

1. Use the gloves. With a cutter remove
the external film.

@ Do not to discard the plastic cover (A).

There are different procedures to connect
the drain hose:

Directly into a
drain pipe at a height of not less than 60
cm and not more than 90 cm.
